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    I thank everyone in the Federation for 
continuing to locally advertise their clubs.  Even 
though the Federation has tentatively lost two 
clubs, we have grown by almost 900 new or 
returning members in this past year.  Give 
yourselves a pat on the back; that's great work.  
Keep it up!  According to the latest reports, we 
now have over 8,000 members in the RMFMS. 
     
    A meeting was held March 3, 2009 at 
Cherokee, OK concerning the status of the 
hourglass selenite crystal digging area.  Parsons 
Corp., a contractor to the U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, presented what has transpired since 
a vial of training chemicals was found by a Boy 
Scout from Bartlesville, OK in April 2007. 
 
     The area was combed for hazardous 
anomalies.  A total of 155 vials were found near 
the same area.  The digging area was scanned 
with a large metal detector on wheels.  Digging 
was done only in the areas of anomalies.  Only 
.2% of the anomalies produced any chemical 
agent identifications sets (CAIS).  All info that 
concerns the digging area is available for public 

viewing in the Cherokee public library. 
      
   There were five proposed alternatives for the 
area.  Alternative #1 was to open the site as is. 
Alternative #2 was to limit access to the area by 
certain personnel.   Alternative #3 was to open 
the area to all with educational signs and 
pamphlets about possible hazards and what to 
do if any are found. Alternative #4 was to dig up 
all anomalies, even those that do not fit the 
profile of a CAIS.  Finally, alternative #5 was to 
excavate & restore the entire area and possibly 
destroy the crystal forming environment. 
      
   The panel, which included Parsons Corp., U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers, EPA, Fish and 
Wildlife, Oklahoma State Environmental etc. 
chose alternative #3 as the Preferred 
Alternative.  A public comment period was open 
from February 16 to March 18 for written 
comments.  I commented at the meeting that 
while it would be nice to just open the area by 
alternative #1, to promote health and safety 
concerns, alternative #3 was the best choice. 
      
   After public comment period closes, a 
summary of the comments will be written by the 
Tulsa District of the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers and presented April 17 to the Fish 
and Wildlife Service Regional Director in 
Albuquerque, NM who will make the ultimate 
decision.  He does not have to agree to the 
preferred alternative although every one at the 
meeting hopes he does.  Once I get the word of 
his decision I will notify the RMFMS and AFMS. 
     
   We need clubs to host federation shows over 
the next few years.  We also need clubs to 
recognize members for the federation 
scholarship honorees.  We have had numerous 
great honorees in the past and are sure there 
are others that deserve recognition.

RMFMS Treasurer Report  
April 2009 

Gene Maggard, Treasurer 2008-09 
 
We still have one club yet to report, so I will 
postpone a summary of the reports until next 
month.  What I will do this month is review what 
looks to me like a needless activity and expense 
performed by me, the treasurer, of sending out 
little stickers that read, “Member RMFMS” to 
some clubs.  These clubs then paste the stickers 
onto their club membership cards.  When I took 
over the treasurer job, I was told that sending 
out the stickers was one of the treasurer 
responsibilities. 
 
 About 1/3 of our clubs requested a total of 
2,248 stickers.  One such club has 500 
members and asked for 500 stickers.  I fantasize 
about a work group sitting around sticking 500 
stickers on 500 membership cards each year.  
Your RMFMS spent about $50 in postage, 
packaging, and printing to get these stickers 
sent out, not to mention my time. 
 
At this point there is no known need for these 
stickers.  If you know of a need, please let me 
know.  In any case, if a club wishes to show that 
their members are also members of the 
RMFMS, they can simply include words to the 
effect, “Member, Rocky Mountain Federation of 
Mineralogical Societies” on their membership 
cards.  They can also print that they are a 
member of the AFMS, and use both the RMFMS 
and AFMS logos on their cards, if they wish.  
 
Efficient use of an organization’s time and 
resources includes eliminating wasteful 
activities.  I think that the sticker activity is a 
good candidate for elimination.

     Fieldtrips run every day from 50 to 200 miles 
roundtrip from base camp to collect rocks, minerals 
and crystals that include: Agate, Banded Agate, 
Blood Stone, Chalcedony, Crystalline, Flat Band 
Agate, Geodes, Golden Luna Agate, Hematite, 
Jasper, Lava’s, Luna Blue Agate, Obsidian, Plume 
Agate, Quartz Crystals, Red Luna Agate, Snowflake 
Agate and Thunder Eggs just to name only a few.  A 
couple of our fieldtrips might be into the eastern 
portion Arizona along the state line.  Several of the 
areas will need a high-clearance or 4WD vehicle.  If 
you do not have this type of vehicle, don’t worry, 
someone would be happy to carpool with a little 
“$$$$”  help for gas. 
 
     The small town of Apache Creek is located in  
central-western New Mexico about 117 miles west of 
Socorro, NM, on NM-12.  Apache Creek 
campground, used as our base camp, was once a 
CCC Camp back in the 1930’s.  It is a beautiful and 
tranquil camping area with tall majestic pine trees 
towering over the entire camp area for plenty of cool 
shade during the warm days of August.  The area is 
large and spacious enough for the largest of RV’s to 
the smallest of pup tents.  Being a rustic camp area, 
there are no facilities, water or electricity, just one 
coed chemical toilet, so you must come prepared.  
There are no  camping fees at Apache Creek 
campground.  The town of Apache Creek has a small 
country store where one can buy basics, get spring 
water and take showers.  The small town of Reserve 
is eleven miles to the southwest and has a grocery 
store, bank/ATM, garage/gas station and a small 
motel for anyone who does not want to campout.  
The majority of the time, Mother Nature cooperates.  
The weather in August has warm days in the upper 
70’s to 80’s and cool nights in the 50’s with some 
possible 40’s and even 30’s.  Occasionally, late 
summer thundershowers may wander through the 

area, so come prepared.  The elevation of our base 
camp is about 6400 feet with day outings that can be 
up to 9000 feet. 
 
     Every afternoon about 4:30 or 5:00 PM, most of 
the rockhounds get together for happy hour to 
socialize and talk about the day’s findings.  Then 
everyone has supper on their own around 6:00 PM.  
Afterwards, we sit around the campfire and tell TALL 
stories of old mining, prospecting and Rockhounding 
glory days.  The nighttime skies at Apache Creek are 
breathtaking.  With no light pollution, one can see 
millions of stars.  So, if you have a good pair of 
binoculars or a telescope, bring them for some 
spectacular stargazing.  On both Saturday afternoons 
after returning from our outing, we all get together for 
our traditional “Apache Creek Group Photo” at 5:30 
PM.  Afterwards, we get ready for our traditional 
potluck supper at 6:00 PM.  Everyone makes their 
favorite camp dish and we share them while telling 
more stories around the campfire.   
 
     Rockhounds that show up can camp-out 
anywhere from a couple of nights to the entire 
campout.  Some just come for the last weekend to 
visit and see old friends.  Some Rockhounds camp 
out for over two weeks.  Everyone has a great time 
with all the camaraderie and collecting, and everyone 
ALWAYS goes home several pounds heavier.  Each 
year, it only gets better.  We really hope that your 
club members can join us this year to make some 
new friends and really have some good old 
“Rockhounding Fun and Adventure.”  For the last 
10 years, we have averaged about 40 Rockhounds 
that have attended the campout from at least half a 
dozen states.  Just the right size for a Rockhound get 
together.  And folks, if you have any good unique 
swapping/trading material from your area, be sure to 
bring it.  If you have a CB Radio, be sure to bring it 
along.  We use CB Channel 7 on all our fieldtrips.  
When you arrive at the campground, just look for the 
“White Framed Canopy”, that’s our HQ.  
 
     Saturday and Sunday on the last weekend are 
open days.  There are several other things to see and 
do in the area, in addition to rock collecting: 
New Mexico Bureau of Mines Mineral Museum  is 
located in Socorro, NM on the campus of the New 
Mexico Bureau of Mines.  The museum is one of the

George Putnam of 
Creative Creations (website 
www.wyomingfossils.com) who has a claim on a 
Green River quarry for fish fossils, will lead the 
trips.  
 
Field trips will be within a 60 mile radius from 
Kemmerer and will include rockhounding for 
Sweetwater Agate, Wyoming Blizzard Rock, a 
unique geo-thermo formation of druze quartz, a 
trip for Jade Slicks, Blue Forest Petrified Wood, 
gold panning, and George’s specialty, fish 
fossils (and star crinoids and clams). In the 
quarry, he will show us how to mine the slabs, 
split them in hopes of finding a perfectly formed 
ancient fish fossil, and then show how to 
preserve them. He does reserve the right to 
retain any rare fossils that you might find, but will 
give the finder a 10% finders fee when it is sold. 
 
Children and pets are ok. Pets must be leashed 
at the Green River quarry. Hotel info can be 
found at this website: www.fossilsafari.com. 
Most sites are at 7000’ (the jade is at 5000’) so 
temps should be in the 80’s. Several locations 
will require 4WD (star crinoids & Blizzard Rock), 
so some carpooling may be necessary.
