December 15 is the magic date because we
need your club report that accompanies the
dues payment by that date in order to
include your club info in the RMFMS 2008-
09 Directory. If you are having officer
elections in January, please contact me and
we will see what we can do to get your new
officer info in the directory.

Dues, notices and forms will be emailed to
each club in mid-October, if there is an emall
address available. Notices to other clubs
will be by US mail. If you receive the dues
notice but are no longer the treasurer or
other officer, please forward it to your
treasurer. Please send in the annual reports
using email and Word if possible.
Otherwise, use USPS. Just follow the
directions on the form.

If your club does not receive the dues notice
either by email or USPS, please contact me
ASAP at 316-742-3746 or
gandpmaggard@wildblue.net so that we can
arrange to get your club information to me
by the December 15 deadline. You can also
access the dues form on the RMFMS
website.

Club dues are determined by multiplying
$1.50 times each dues paying club member
age 12 or older, as of Oct. 31, 2008. Family
memberships should count each family
member age 12 or older. Clubs wishing to
be covered by the RMFMS general liability
insurance should include payment of $3 for
each family/household. @ Show, meeting
place and field trip insurance can be
purchased for an additional premium where
you need to name an additional second
party to the policy. The premium is normally
$50 and you need to use the special form
and send it to our insurance chairman,
Arlene Burckhalter.

Field Trips at the RMFMS Show:

Following the Rocky Mountain Federation
Convention and Show in Tulsa from Nov. 7 - 9
we will be offering a field trip to southwestern
Arkansas for Quartz Crystals and Diamonds.

There are many rock shops in that area too. This

trip will take place on November 0& 11™
(Monday and Tuesday). People wishing to stay

longer can do so, as there are a number of fee

sites for collecting quartz crystals.

On Monday we will be collecting quartz crystals
at Mt. Ida. This is about a 3 3/4 hour drive fron
Tulsa, not counting stops. There are severa
guartz mines around Mt. Ida that charge
anywhere from $20 to $45 per day. For group
of 10 or 15 people that fee is often cut in half.

We don't know which mine we will be going to,
which will be best depends on how long since
they have bulldozed or blasted. Finding plenty
of quartz crystals is sure thing.

Tuesday will be spent at Murfreesboro at the
Crater of Diamonds State Park which is about g
one hour drive from Mt. Ida. The motels and
campgrounds are better in Murfreesboro. The
chances of finding a diamond are not great but |t
is an interesting facility with various activities
relating to the history of diamond mining there
Currently the charge is $5.75 per person. Our
trip leader, Ellsworth Noel, has found close to 20
diamonds there. He is our most knowledgeable
member on Mt. Ida/Murfreesboro and hag
contacts in the area who keep him informed op
the best locations. He can also borrow th
necessary equipment for the diamond area.
